The competition is open to women artists teaching art in primary, secondary and higher education worldwide, both InSEA members and non-members (see Project theme/s...). 
Entries will be assessed by the jury of experts.

The exhibition will take place in November 2010 in a representative gallery located in the city centre of Zagreb, Izidor Kršnjavi Salon. The exhibition will be accompanied by a catalogue.

Each participant can submit up to two photographs on a data storage medium (CD-ROM/DVD), together with the entry form. 
In exceptional situations the electronic documents of works and entry form can be sent as attachments via email to mirjana.tomasevic@zg.t-com.hr (please fill in the mail subject with “Photographer name, Country name in English, Photo Exhibition”).

Participants are asked to provide document in JPEG format with high precision. For good image quality and fast upload, image files should be around 2 MB each, and sized around 1024 x 768 pixels and 72 ppi.
Naming image files: Each entry should be named with an ID name in the following manner (use spaces as required between words in the title):
ISO 3166 country code (official short names in English, International Country Codes, two letter codes), Family name, Name (first letter), (the beginning of the) Title of the photograph, Entry item number. Maximum 20 characters (no spaces).

Optionally, besides digital submissions on a CD-ROM, photographs (digital photo prints) can be sent as well (image dimensions: cca 3000 x 2250 px, 38 x 25 cm).

Once selected, the photograph for the exhibition (image dimensions: cca 3000 x 2250 px, 38 x 25 cm) should be provided within 10 days after email announcement validation (if not provided earlier).

The selected photographs will be published in the print catalogue. 

All or a reasonable number of digital images and all participants' names will be published online.

At the opening of the exhibition all submitted digital photos will be presented in the continuous Photo Slide Show.
Participants should fill in the entry form below in block letters, using both upper and lower case letters. The title of the artwork and verbal explanation in one or two lines, up to 25 words, are to be included.

The document and the form should be properly completed and signed, using digital pdf signature or enclosed paper.

The same form (adapted for only one photo) should be attached/glued to the back of each photograph.

Project theme for students: How to communicate your own experience of pain (physical pain, mental or emotional pain) or your personal view of others' pain (social sensitivity included) through a digital photo. 

Entries will be assessed by the jury of experts.
The exhibition will take place in 2011, either both in a representative gallery located in the city centre of Zagreb, Izidor Kršnjavi Salon, and online, or only online. Teachers/teacher-moderators are asked to provide document in JPEG format with high precision. For good image quality and fast upload, image files should be around 2 MB each, and sized around 1024 x 768 pixels and 72 ppi.

Please pay attention to the additional notice in relation to the 

CALL FOR ENTRIES 
ART PROJECT/ INTERNATIONAL DIGITAL PHOTOGRAPHY EXHIBITION(S) 
announced last week.

The reasons to open the call for entries for the Exhibition 1 to women artist-educators only are as follows:

Due to a specific theme, it is supposed that male artists should submit their photos in considerably smaller amount than women artists. So, in the case of their participation, the project would not only be directed toward the untargeted problem of differences in male and female approach to the theme, but, because of the highly disparate samples, the analysis – juxtaposition and comparison – it would be also provided in two groups vastly disproportional to their size.

What’s more, such a complex research would be much more time consuming, and a considerably larger exhibition should be organized, which is definitely not possible in this particular gallery.

Finally, such an exhibition concept is expected to prompt at least a few women artist-educators who, because of their numerous duties and responsibilities, have neglected their art careers, to return to their art production and submit their photos.

On the other hand, all artist-educators interested in this project can equally take part in it being mentors to their students, and pave the way for future solutions for the launch of similar projects.
